275 locations in Maine, where consumers can drop off used rechargeable batteries and old cell

phones at no cost.

RBRC makes participation in the program virtually effortless for retailers, providing a free
shipment of collection boxes that includes pre-paid, pre-addressed shipping labels, safety
instructions and plastic bags for each used rechargeable battery and old cell phone. Once the
box is full, retailers simply seal it and put it in their regular UPS shipments; RBRC takes care of
the rest.
